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Websites are great! Think what an impression you will make the next time you check in to your assignment in the military. Or after your military service, when you arrive in front of your prospective boss for a civilian job interview, you can guarantee you will make your best possible impression. Instead of a resume, you give your website address to peruse. On it is everything you want them to know about you. Your schools, job history, research, every great paper you’ve written, great photos of the civic activities you are doing, basically demonstrating what a great all around person you are.

 It is simple to construct. I used the Tripod Site Builder. It is as easy as 1-2-3. If a pediatric urologist can figure it out, so can you. Here is the secret of success, and you impressing your next boss right out of the gate, or landing that lucrative health care management job you have been waiting for:

1. Go to Tripod.com and sign up.

2. Go to the site builder.

3. Pick your background from those offered, or if you are already a highspeed Internet guru, chose your own.

4. Scan your pictures in, or have your Internet savvy spouse do it.

5. To add links, the things you click on and it takes you somewhere? Just click on the icon at the bottom of the page of the site builder. 

6. To upload documents, this is really cool. Whew that word dates you, like my twenty-something year old classmate Jonathan says, “That’s awesome!” He is an Einstein clone, who know why he came to Baylor! Anyway, got to get your website built. 

a. Get a document ready to upload, say a word document or photo. Put it on your desktop so you can find it. 

b. Then Click on file manager at the top right of your site builder.

c. Hit upload file. 

d. Hit browser, and locate your file in your computer directory.

e. Try it, and upload. Voila! You got linked!

7. To add a page, simply hit add a page at the bottom of the Tripod builder.

8. To change the order of the menu, click the icon at the bottom of the directory, and follow directions. 

9. There are different kinds of websites for you to build, family photo web pages, and resume ones like the one I have.

10. Enjoy, it’s a snap! (Probably outdated again!)
